As part of various international programs, academic exchange in education
and professional development is supported for both students and academic
staff. Students have the opportunity to study and complete internships at
foreign universities or institutions under the Erasmus+ program. Academic
and administrative staff can also participate in exchanges through this
program. The university has 110 partnership agreements under the
Erasmus+ program, 41 signed international agreements for scientific and
research cooperation, and collaborates with 37 countries. The Erasmus+
program enables the admission of foreign students for studies and
internships, as well as guest lecturers.

The University also offers courses in English. Bachelor's degree programs are
available in Economics and Finance Management in the Agri-food Sector, Land
Resource Management and Crop Plant Biology and Production. At the Master's
level, programs are offered in Agronomy, Animal Production Management,
Biotechnology, Wood Science, Horticulture: Seed Science and Technology,
Environmental Engineering and Protection, Geoinformation and Spatial
Management, Agri-food Economics and Trade, Food Science and Nutrition,
and Forestry.

the central-western part of Poland, in the Warta river basin, Poznan is the
central point and capital of the Wielkopolskie voivodeship.
